The course introduces students to the political ideas of the leading philosophers of ancient Greece. It aims to encourage students to read and think critically, to understand alternative perspectives, and to express their ideas in both written and oral form.

The political alternatives offered by Plato and Aristotle provide a framework for political thought that has been influential from the time of the Greeks until today.
